It is hereby notified that an emergency meeting of the Teachers’ Council will be held
on 15/12/2023 (Friday) at 2.30 pm, in pursuance of the directive of The Registrar, The
University of Burdwan, to seek the opinion of the faculty members of the college relating to

the implementation of two (2) minor subjects under the CCFUP from AY 2023-2024.

According to the existing structure under CCFUP:

1. A student enrolled in the 3-year Degree Programme shall study 06 Minor
Courses (of which 03 Minor Courses of a particular subject are to be studied in 1st,
2nd & 5th semesters + 03 Minor Courses as Vocational Education & Training in 3rd,
4th & 6th semesters) from Sem-I to Sem-VI.

2. A student enrolled in the 4-year Honours Programme shall study 08 Minor
Courses (of which 05 Minor Courses of a particular subject are to be studied in 1st,
2nd, 5th, 7th & 8th semesters + 03 Minor Courses as Vocational Education &
Training in 3rd, 4th & 6th semesters ) from Sem-I to Sem-VIII.

In order to enhance the knowledge base and skills of the students by offering them
the opportunity to study two (2) minor subjects [in place of one (1) according to the
existing framework] and enable them appear in any public examination after completion
of the 3/4 year Degree/Honours Programme, The University of Burdwan has proposed a
revision of the existing structure under CCFUP in the following manner:

1. A student enrolled in the 3-year Degree Programme shall have an opportunity

of studying 07 minor courses (of which 04 Minor Courses are to be studied from
02 different Minor Subjects i.e. 02 from sub.-1 in 1st and 4th semesters & 02
from sub.-2 in 2nd and 4th semesters + 03 Minor Courses as Vocational
Education & Training) in 3rd, 5Sth and 6th semesters instead of 06 minor
courses (as mentioned earlier).

2. A student enrolled in the 4-year Honours Programme shall have an

opportunity of studying 09 minor courses (of which 06 Minor Courses of 02
different Minor Subjects i.e. 03 from sub.-1 in 1st, 4th and 7th semesters & 03

from sub.-2 in 2nd, 4th and 8th semesters + 03 Minor Courses as Vocational



Education & Training in 3rd, Sth & 6th semesters) instead of 08 minor courses

(as mentioned earlier).

All faculty members are therefore requested to be present in the meeting and share
their valuable opinion regarding the proposed revision, to be communicated to The

Registrar, The University of Burdwan urgently on or before 16/12/2023.
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
